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Urban Wetlands are those territorial 

contexts in which a river system, 

intrinsically difficult to control, crosses 

densely urbanized and inhabited areas.

They are places in a variable and 

unstable equilibrium that is extremely 

complicated to manage.
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Territorial planning, traditionally 

oriented by fixed objectives to be 

achieved, has shown some difficulty in 

governing Urban Wetlands. 

These places require an adaptive 

governance that accepts uncertainty 

and builds flexible and multi-scalar 

strategies, while they often have gaps 

and overlaps of skills.
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The course of the Tiber in the 

Municipality of Rome is approximately 

60 kilometers long, of which 35 are in 

densely urbanized areas.
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The Tiber area in Rome is 

administratively divided between 18 

institutional subjects that have 

management and planning powers.
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Urban Wetlands are changing landscapes 

that house multiple activities of local 

communities. 

Often, the users themselves organize 

collaborative networks to solve problems 

of maintenance and management. These 

networks can evolve into real collaboration 

agreements, contracts between organized 

citizens and institutions.
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To understand the problems of the urban stretch of the Tiber River in Rome and to 

collaborate in solving the critical issues of an extremely complex territorial context,

characterized by an administrative system that is too often ineffective,

in March 2017 Agenda Tevere Onlus was established: an association of citizens and 

associations that takes on the role of promoter in the construction of a collaborative 

network for the redevelopment of the banks of the Tiber in the urban stretch. 

Currently, 68 associations and individual members adhere to the Agenda Tevere Onlus

project.

CAPACITY BUILDING > Tiber River Contract from Castel Giubileo to the mouth

We started as promoters in 2017 the Tiber River Contract from Castel Giubileo to the 

mouth, a common laboratory between institutions, study centers and other competent or 

interested parties that is unprecedented in the history of governance of the Tiber and is the 

demonstration that the construction of a civic ecosystem is not only a viable path, but it is 

the only one that offers the possibility of succeeding in the attempt to redevelop the Tiber in 

its urban stretch.
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The meetings, the site visits, the 

research activities have defined 

the path that led in 2022, after 5 

years, to the signing of the 

commitment act of the
